‘ba’al’. Does Exodus 23:13 mean that we should remove the word “lord” from our
Bibles entirely and replace it with another word?

Reading Answers

1.

This was in the third month (Exodus 19:1) and believed to have been at the time of
the Feast of Weeks (In Hebrew, this is called “Shavu’ot” and in Greek “Pentecost”).
The time the Ten of the Words (commonly called “Ten Commandments”) were
given was the same time the Spirit was poured out when all the believers were
gathered in Acts 2.

To those who love Him and guard His commands (Exodus 20:6)

MY (Exodus 20:7). To even answer this question in written form accurately
requires that you actually use the Name i%7°. There is a tradition that some follow
which involves never saying the Name of 1373, but instead some people say “the

LORD” or “Adonai” or “HaShem” whenever they see the Name of f%7° in the
Hebrew Scrolls. “Adonai” is a Hebrew word which means “Lord”. “HaShem” is a
Hebrew word which means “The Name”. Neither of those are the same as saying

a1 (YHWH). We should not take the Name of 57371° in vain, and we also should
not be adding or taking away from 7%7%‘'s words (Deuteronomy 4:2, 12:32, Proverbs
30:6, Revelation 22:18-19). If the Hebrew scrolls say 371%, then that is what we

should be reading when we see 57371%. We do not have the right to ignore His Name
and pick another word to replace it. In addition, we do not want to live sinful lives

while proclaiming the Name of 319 either, or do anything that would misrepresent
who %7 is to others. We want to always live in a way that brings Honor and
Esteem to the Name of 73775

No. In Exodus 20:8 1%7° says to remember the Sabbath. If someone wants to try

to make us forget about it, we should definitely not listen to that person. We should
listen to 117° and be obedient children, not disobedient.
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Animals are required to be permitted to rest (Exodus 20:10). This is one reason

why Biblical Chronologist Bill Hood from Canada has stated that the day @730
rode on the donkey/colt could not have been a Sabbath, and also therefore has this
as a supporting evidence to show that our King was impaled (crucified) on the 5%
day of the week on the 14" of HaAviv (contact us for detailed studies on this).

By the end of the 6™ day (Exodus 20:9)
Honor your Father and Mother (Exodus 20:12, Ephesians 6:2)

Yes. In fact in Exodus 20:17 is the command to not covet, something that can only
be kept or broken in your heart. Idols can exist in the heart (Ezekiel 14:3-7), those

idols in the heart can lead to profaning f1%s Sabbaths (Ezekiel 20:16), and
looking at a woman to lust for her is adultery in the heart (Matthew 5:28), and hating
our brother is murdering in our heart (1 John 3:15).

Their right is a certain level of protection from their “Dad”/Father. We see in Exodus
21:9-11, the woman has been sold as property and the woman is being protected

under the Law of i1 from mistreatment because, just because she is a servant,
she cannot be treated any differently if given to the owner’'s own son than if it were
his own daughter being given to another man. The owner of the woman is
expected to treat her just as he would his own daughter, giving her the protection of
a father by ensuring that when she is given in marriage she has certain rights such
as food, covering, and marital rights which are not to be diminished. This is
ensured by the fact that if these are not given, she can freely leave.

No. In Exodus 21:12-14 we learn that it makes a difference whether it was
intentional or on accident. In addition, see reading notes for Week 41 of the Annual
Reading Schedule and reading notes for Week 46 of the Annual Reading Schedule
for more details related to proper judgments about murders and cities of refuge.

Destroying the eye (Exodus 21:26), Knocking out a tooth (Exodus 21:27)

The man who is not put to death was not aware of the ox goring before, whereas
the one put to death had been warned and should have taken action (Exodus

20:28-29).

No (Explanation is in the answer of the next question).
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Yes (Exodus 21:30). We see that the man who otherwise would have been put to
death can, in some cases, have his life ransomed by giving an amount or
belongings or servitude or whatever it is as is decided by the judges if they so
decide to offer him that opportunity to do a ransom. The only exception is that there
is to be no ransom for a murderer (Numbers 35:31). This prohibition against taking
a ransom for a murderer tells me that this man whose ox gored previously and was
warned, and then his ox gored and killed a man, and he is worthy of death, is not
considered a murderer. Although worthy of death, if he were considered a
murderer then no ransom could be permitted for him — but we see a ransom is
permitted for him.

Equality in right-ruling. The goal is to ensure that the one who caused the loss pays
appropriately, but also gets what he would have paid for had the accident not
happened and the transaction happened under normal circumstances. The goal is
that neither party has the majority of the loss, but that the loss is split evenly so as
not to assume the blame goes completely to one person or another. Both are left in
the same position at the end. In the case of an animal in a pit, the one who dug the
pit is forced into a transaction to buy the animal as if it were his own animal that fell
into the pit, not the other man’s. In the case of the owner of an ox who did not know
it would gore, him and the one whose ox was gored both end up with half the
proceeds of a live ox and half of a dead ox, neither better than the other. However,
when it was clear the owner knew, he did have to repay completely by giving an ox.

Yes (Exodus 22:1-3). If a thief cannot repay what is required, it is commanded they
be sold to pay off their debt that resulted from their theft.

Not if the injury or death occurs during the time that the thief is attempting to break
in or steal something and the break-in or attempted theft is occurring at night. The
phrase “the sun has risen on him” implies that the theft being spoken of in Exodus
22:2-3 is occurring at night. This makes sense because during the daytime it would
be very easy to see who is stealing from you, and anyone stealing would then
easily be reported to the judges, found, and punished accordingly. Therefore, most
thefts were probably likely to have been attempted at night. In addition, at nighttime
you cannot see if someone has a weapon in their hand or not, so it would be much
harder to ascertain if the person is attempting to murder someone or merely steal
from you. Due to the fact that you probably couldn’t tell at night if someone’s life
would be in danger, self-defense, even to the point of death, would be permitted.

However, if the injury or death is inflicted later on after the event of the theft took
place, then that is after “the sun has risen on him” (Exodus 22:3) and since nobody
is in immediate danger then they would be found guilty if they went after the thief
later and attacked them.

If a theft was attempted during the daytime and you could tell the person didn’t have

a weapon, you might be best off just letting them steal from you and then reporting
them to the authorities afterwards.

In addition, another reason for the permission to defend one’s self may have been
to deter thieves from thinking that they can intimidate someone with a weapon and
steal all their belongings at night without risk to their own life. If a thief knew that
the law prohibited them from being killed at night, that might embolden a thief to be
more courageous and do thefts more often.

Now, if someone comes to steal during the daytime and you see at some point they
have a weapon or intend to not just steal but also harm others, if a life becomes
endangered then | do believe self-defense is permitted. The only time when
fighting back is not permitted is if someone is attacking you because of your belief

in PWTS. However, in all situations, you are permitted to flee. You are not
required to just let someone harm you, regardless of the reason. Hiding or running
is always an option. But if it's daytime and no lives are in danger, don'’t kill them.

One possible reason could be because there is no way to know if what was eaten
by the man’s animals was his neighbor’s best or not. Another reason could be to
deter someone from allowing this to happen by closely watching over their animals.

Elohiym (Exodus 22:8). This question is asked simply to point out to persons using
the KJV or NIV that the word here is not “judges” but Elohiym, showing that even
the judges in those times were called “Elohiym”; showing further that the word
Elohiym is not a title reserved only for the heavenly Father, but also being used,
according to the translators of the KJV as well as the NIV, to refer to the judges.

He pays the bride price no matter what, and she becomes his wife unless her father
absolutely refuses (Exodus 22:16-17).

You shall be slain with the sword and your wives widows and your children orphans
(Exodus 22:22-24).

Not to any of 11%7%s people (Exodus 22:25). In addition, you can see the reading
notes for Week 45 of the Annual Reading Schedule with the question, "Should we
borrow from foreigners?" and the reading notes for Week 46 of the Annual Reading
Schedule with the question, "Who can be lent to with interest?".

Exodus 23:3 is talking about not showing partiality. It is basically teaching that just
because someone is poor does not mean that we should immediately assume their
side is correct in a dispute or disagreement. We have to hear the situation and
make righteous judgments without assuming just because they’re poor they’re right.
Compared to Exodus 23:6, we learn also in 23:6 that even though we shouldn’t
assume the poor person is right just because they’re poor, we also should be
cautious that if the poor person is right that we ensure the proper judgment is
rendered in their favor. So while we are not supposed to just immediately favor
them just because they’re poor and assume they’re right, we’re also not supposed
to be slack in protecting them through proper rending of a judgment if, after diligent
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inquiry, we find they are in fact in the right. The sum of these is this: “judge with
righteous judgment” (John 7:24).

No. The principle of the law is to return things that you find to the rightful owner
even if the rightful owner is your enemy. The law is intended to teach us how to

love, and we need to properly understand it (may %73 help us all do this).

No (Exodus 23:7). We are to be far, far, from a false matter. There are many “false
matters” today in this world. One is perpetuating a series of lies that surround a
time in the winter. In the winter, many of the things taught to children around that
time of the year are all based on make-believe, lies, and falsehood. There are
other examples common in our society. We who want to stay far from falsehood
will stay far from all of these lies regardless of how popular these false things may
be with others.

No. First of all, | would like to point out that | disagree with stating that the word
“‘ba’al” is “lord” in English. Rather, if we look at how many people replace the Name

of MY with “Adonai”, and how English translations following this tradition replace it
with “LORD?”, this actually shows to me that “Adonai” means “Lord” and therefore
“ba’al” would need to be translated as a different English word. | am of the opinion
that the Hebrew word “ba’al” actually corresponds to the word “master”, not “lord”.

Therefore, | disagree with the translations that translate “Adonai 717" as “Master
MY, and believe the proper translation for the phrase, “Adonai 717" is actually
“‘Lord %1%, Many will sharply disagree, but the fact of the matter is that the word

‘LORD” and “Adonai” being the words used to replace the Name of 79719 actually is
the strongest proof in my opinion that Adonai does mean “Lord”, not “ba’al’. And, if
we were to translate “Master 71177 back into Hebrew, it seems that you would be

saying the word ba’al before the Name of i771° every time, which is not something |
think we're supposed to be doing at all.

In an effort to have our speech pure, | wonder if a lot of people have missed the
point of what we’re supposed to be doing and possibly started doing the very thing
we are all trying to avoid! Our goal should not be to “avoid words that we used to
use entirely, just because.” Our goal should be to speak the Scriptures in English
as accurately as possible so as to represent what is in the Hebrew. That means if
the Name 71377 is there, we say %717; but this also means if the Hebrew word for
“Lord” is there, we say “Lord” in English (or, if our conscience is uncertain or we
don’t want to offend others, stick with only speaking the Hebrew word itself).

| agree, we should not replace 1%'s Name with the word “LORD” or “GOD”. We
should definitely read the Name 7%7° where it appears in the Scriptures.

However, | disagree with this new idea that the word “Lord” must be entirely
removed from the English Bibles we read from. If the word “Adonai” means “Lord”,
then any place Adonai (or Adon, etc.) would be in Hebrew, we would translate it as
“Lord” in English.

If you disagree, and you maintain the view that “ba’al means Lord, and Adonai
means Master”, then you still have to put the word “Lord” somewhere in your Bible if
you’re going to translate it into English! Either way you look at it, it doesn’t make
sense to completely remove the word “lord” from an English translation.

We have to use equal weights and measures.

The only exception | could understand to this rule, is if you just leave the word in the
Hebrew and don’t translate it at all into English — that | could understand. The
reason | understand that is because some are bothered in their conscience to say
“Lord” or simply do not want to offend others who are bothered by it.

These words, Adonai and Ba’al, are not the same, so it doesn’t make sense to
translate them the same way as simply “master”. One of these is a term frequently

used to refer to 71177, and one of these terms is definitely not! We must make a

distinction between these two words not only in Hebrew but also in English. If not,
then we are better off just sticking with the Hebrew words themselves.

Since both the words “Adonai” and “ba’al” are both in the Hebrew Scriptures, it is
100% unavoidable that if you’re going to accurately translate the entire scriptures
into English you will end up having the word Lord somewhere in the Bible.

Just to clarify, you should be aware the word “ba’al” is not just the name of some
false thing; it is also a normal Hebrew word used in various places. Here are a few
examples of the Hebrew and English:

So back to the question: Does Exodus 23:13 mean that we should remove the word
“‘lord” from our Bibles entirely and replace it with another word? Well, no more than
we should do so with the word “ba’al”. 11° said not to add to or take away from
His words, so if His words include the word “ba’al”’, and “ba’al” means Lord in
English, then what is wrong with using the word “Lord” when reading the Bible?

M1 could have commanded Mosheh or the scribes at some point to remove the
word “ba’al” from all these places in the Torah if he intended that we literally never
speak this word, or other legitimate words which were sadly used for some false
things that are not Elohiym. However, f%3° did not give such commands.
Therefore, | find that the doctrines requiring removal of all such words from English
does not make any sense either.

So what is the proper interpretation of Exodus 23:13? Perhaps it should be taken

just for what it says W I t h the understanding that obvious exceptions are

]
permitted for the reading of the Scriptures and communicating to others in order to

share the truth with them. Did i3 intend that you would be prohibited from
reading the Hebrew Scriptures themselves in the native Hebrew language by giving
this command? Surely not! So it is nonsense to teach that this verse outlaws
reading words out loud that appear in the Scriptures in the original Hebrew

language they were written in. Similarly, it is obvious %73% did not intend this
command to hinder our ability to share the truth with others just because a huge
number of words in the English language sound like something when spoken that
phonetically is similar to some false thing someone else believes in.

We can see from Zechariah 13:2 that when 57977%‘s will is done on earth as it is in
the shamayim (heavens — skies), He will cause it to be that the names of idols will
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not be remembered... ... ... So if M17% wants the names to not be remembered,
then why do so many seem to want to remind us about these idols’ names? Let’s
stop the madness already! If saying a name bothers your conscience, or you
realize it may bother others, then do your best to avoid it for the sake of yours or
their consciences’; but | do not promote this idea of banning every single word that
someone took and used for the wrong purpose. In reality, if you apply that doctrine
consistently, you will realize very soon through research that a large number of
English words are unusable and you will have to be fluent in Hebrew.

In His timing, 772 willing, we all will be fluent in Hebrew in the resurrection when
we are in our new spiritual bodies and all will have a perfect, pure clean language
(Zephaniah 3:9). But for now, requiring fluency in Hebrew is more than what some

are able to bear, and | do not believe 7371 is expecting everybody to be fluent in
Hebrew right now.

My current practice is to avoid words, where possible, around people that | think
may be offended by them or which may bother my or their conscience. My
conscience has been affected by learning various idols’ nhames from various books,
SO how my practice is to not teach people anymore about pagan origins of words,
but let them learn on their own those things, because | do not want to remind them
about the names of idols if they do not already know about them.

| do teach people what the Hebrew words mean which | use, but | do not tell them
they “must” use Hebrew also for every single word. | also explain how some may
be offended by some words so that they are not as shocked when they encounter
someone who teaches heavily about names of idols.

The Bottom Line Is This: The word “ba’al” was used to refer to someone who was
a master of a pit, a master of a woman, a master of a house, etc.. You can’t read
the Hebrew Bible and avoid the word “ba’al” coming out of your mouth entirely.
That alone is enough proof that forcing people to avoid a large number of English
words in their Bible completely is not required, because it was never even required
for those who were reading Hebrew to begin with even when it was known beyond
a doubt that the word was being used for some false idol.

If the atonement is not given for each life when the persons are registered in the
census (Exodus 30:12). We see an example of a plague related to a census in 2
Samuel 24:1-15 and 1 Chronicles 21:1-14.
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This is part of fairness and right-ruling. Just because someone is rich doesn’t mean
they will be required to pay more, but at the same time, there is an amount even the

poor are being required to pay. This is keeping things fair in the eyes of %1%, The
amount is probably set low enough to be bearable for the poor.

Yes (Exodus 31:12-18)

Sadly, the KJV states rams’ and badgers’ skins, and the NIV states ram skins and
hides of sea cows. Some translations actually put seal skins! We know that
badgers and seals are unclean, so these are obviously wrong translations since this
would contradict the commands to not touch unclean carcasses and make a
distinction between the clean and the unclean. Not only that, but where would they
be getting seals at in the wilderness? This is nuts.

Rams are just male lambs, so that is possibly correct. But the second animal in

question from the Hebrew word 2°Wnn (techashiym) could possibly be in the
antelope family according to Strong’s definitions or simply another unknown, but
clean animal, according to the Ancient Hebrew Research Center Lexicon of the

Bible. We know for certain s3137° would not use an unclean animal.

Reading Notes

In Exodus 20:4 we’re told not to make carved images or likenesses of things in the
skies, land, or waters. This is why it is not good to buy or keep around things like
teddy bears, action figures, bobble-heads, stuffed animals, and other things similar.
We do not want to teach our children to hold onto lifeless objects that cannot save or

deliver them. We need to teach them to pray and trust in $7%73° — not some ball of
stuffing that isn’t even alive. Little boys need to be taught to abhor idols and to obey
the commandments, not to be consumed with action figures and coveting super-

human abilities which are really only abilities of our Elohiym 5%73%. We need to look

to our true hero and Savior — ¥W@7%. We don’t want our children to look up to those
things which are naught, which cannot save, which are not real, and which are
completely fake and imaginary. Make-believe is lies. Children need truth. They can
be taught to use their “imagination” to “imagine what the Kingdom will be like” and
‘imagine how many people they can help” and “imagine what ways they can serve
others”, but we do not want them to imagine fake, false, vanities, and come up with
useless desires in their hearts through vain imaginations. So instead of encouraging
children to have an “active imagination”, we want to rather encourage them to have
“visions for the Kingdom”. Read to them about how YoshiYahu was only eight years

old when he began to reign, and He did what was right in the eyes of s7%7° and
broke down the carved images and idols (2 Kings 22, 2 Chronicles 34).

There are three places in the Torah that teach “eye for eye”, “tooth for tooth”, etc..
Those include:
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1) When a pregnant woman is hit and children come out (Exodus 21:24)
2) When a blemish is inflicted upon a neighbor (Leviticus 24:20)
3) When someone bears false witness (Deuteronomy 19:21)

e Related to pledges as mentioned in Exodus 22:26-27, you can see the reading notes
for Week 47 of the Annual Reading Schedule with the question, "What is the
purpose of a pledge?".

e We can see that the poor, the fatherless, and the widow are heard by 7%7% when
they cry out in Exodus 22. We ought to take note of 7%7%'s mercy displayed here in
His law and see that He is the same yesterday, today, and forever. 371%s law is a

law of love, mercy, faith, and compassion. This is why Y@ said that the weightier
matters of the law were love, judgment (right-ruling), belief (faith), and mercy
(Matthew 23:23, Luke 11:42).

e The ark is made of acacia wood and overlaid with gold. The possible significance of
this is that the acacia wood is from a tree with very long thorns and the ark is
overlaid with gold. Some have pointed out how thorns represent the sin that
cropped up after Adam and Chawwah were kicked out of the garden of Eden and
how the wood from a thorny tree being used is similar to how we are able through

DWAY to still come near to 7Y through His mercy (’'m paraphrasing) even though
we have all sinned and fallen short of the esteem of Elohiym. Some have also
pointed out how you can see yourself in the ark because the gold causes it to be like
a mirror. | have heard that this causes there to appear as if there are two copies or
witnesses: the actual Law on stone tablets, and the reflection of it also. In addition,
I've heard Jeff Benner talk about how we can see ourself perfectly in a mirror, and
that it is the perfect witness because it does not lie (the mirror doesn’t lie). We see

exactly who we are, all of our faults, when we look into the perfect law of 57357°.

e Exodus 30:9 says to not offer strange incense. Since our bodies are the temple
(John 2:21, 1 Corinthians 6:19), | would think this could be a verse to explain to us
why we should not be smoking. We do not want to bring strange incense into the
Set-Apart Place, which is our body. I've also read online that smoking and tobacco
use in that way has origins in pagan customs from the Americas, | think central
America if | remember correctly. | view smoking similar to how | view the Christmas
tree — of pagan origin.
